Foreword

The term “Indigo Children” was first coined by a gifted psychic
named Nancy Ann Tappe. In her 1982 book, Understanding Your Life
Through Color, she wrote that the color indigo was increasingly prevalent
in the auras of those born in the late 1970s, though Indigo Children
(like Janine Talty) had been incarnating before this. The husband and
wife team Lee Carroll and Jan Tober expanded on her findings in their
1998 book. The Indigo Children: The New Kids Have Arrived explored the
characteristics commonly found in these children that distinguish them
from previous generations.

Such characteristics include well-developed psychic powers, empa-
thy, an altruistic sense of purpose, desire for fair play, and the ability to
connect almost telepathically with others. These traits commonly put
them at odds with authority, especially when the authority figure is not
walking his or her talk. At other times, their sensitivity to the suffering
of others and their poor personal boundaries can cause them to be over-
whelmed by responsibility for others or feel a strong desire to isolate
themselves from large groups of people.

Another frequent finding, as Janine describes so clearly in Indigo
Awakening, is a learning disorder known as dyslexia. In my experience,

these young people are whole-brain thinkers who perceive concepts as
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if they are three-dimensional pictures. In other words, they “see” the
whole rather than just the parts, much as one looks at the picture on
the cover of a jigsaw puzzle box. Through appreciation of this gift, it is
easy to understand how difficult it is for Indigo Children to describe one
piece of the puzzle in isolation from the rest. Yet this is exactly what is
expected of them when their schooling demands that they break words
into individual letters and math solutions into numbers.

[ first came upon this particular challenge for Indigo Children in
the mid-1990s when I met a teacher who was herself dyslexic and the
mother of two Indigo Children. I can still remember her saying: “These
children do not have learning difficulties but learning differences. It is
time for schools to realize that they have an epidemic on their hands
which is going to change the face of education.” It was clear to me then
that these children were heralding a shift in consciousness in which uni-
ty, authenticity, and compassion would be key words.

My teacher friend explained to me that many of the most gifted,
intelligent, and creative people in history had experienced problems
with conventional learning. They received information not only from
books but as insights that appeared to arise directly from the Source.
These insights are not limited to present-day reality but, as Janine ex-
plains, often emerge from other realms of existence such as past lives,
nature kingdoms, the world of spirit, and even from extraterrestrial
sources. Ultimately, they are all concepts found within the phrase “col-
lective consciousness.”

One story I remember clearly. There was a little boy who had dif-
ficulty reading aloud in class because he couldn’t “see” the words. His
teacher suggested that instead of believing that his eyes were in their
normal position, he should imagine they were located in an orange sus-
pended above his head. With ease and trust, he shifted his awareness into
the orange and immediately could read the words, as he was no longer
focusing on the letters but on the concept or bigger picture. Pleased
by his efforts, he realized that he could move his “orange eyes” any-
where, and saw the orange enter the classroom next door. Immediately,
he started to read the words written on the blackboard there, because
in his mind there were no boundaries.

This concept is highlighted in Janine’s story as, time after time, she

reaches beyond her limiting beliefs to prove that anything is possible
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once you free the mind. This is a message that we are all receiving at this
amazing time in the history of humanity. For the first time in 26,000
years, we are the most closely aligned to the Galactic Center, the ac-
cess portal to the eternal and abundant Source of all our dreams and
aspirations. In order for us to enter this portal, we are all being asked
to release our hold on the old baggage that surrounds our stories, to
complete karma, and to remember that, first and foremost, we are light
beings.

Janine is a master healer clearing her own path of the past while
using her extraordinary gifts to bring healing to those who are not in-

vested with her clear focus, compassion, and determination.
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
